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GEOTrac’s application uses Indium satellites to transmit location data fram small
PS5 modules attached to the vehicles. The RCMP in turn uses the GEOTrac
system to find and recover stolen vehicles and heavy equipment.

“Theft is a serious problem in Alberta and British Columbia, especially in the
cilfields. where trucks. construction machines and other mobile assets are
scattered across a large remote region,” said Tim Hodge, GEOTrac CEQ. "This
has driven many companies to equip their fleets of vehicles with our GPS devices,
which can transmit their real-time position back to the dispatch center.” Many of
these customers operate in areas where cellular communications are not
available. leaving satellite the only option, he noted.

Iridiurn said that it offered gap-free coverage across Canada with reliable near-real
time data links. Mare that 20,000 Iridium-based asset tracking devices are
currently deployed worldwide_ and activations for short-burst data increased 317
percent in 2006, according to the company.

GEQTrac's hybrid mapping technology combines satellite imagery and
customized digital rcadmaps. This permits a vehicle’s location and movements to
he superimposed anto satellite imagery, providing a constanthy updated view of
wvehicles moving through the terrain, the company says. "Our hybrid maps have
enabled us to direct RCMP ground teams building-by-building and road-by-road to
the site of the stolen vehicle, playing a major role in breaking up several large theft
rings, Hodge stated.
