GEOTrac Launches Asset Control Centre 3.5 — New and Improved for Oil
and Gas, Transportation and Logistics
Customers Applaud Hybrid Mapping, GEOFencing and Location-based billing

the launch of what many consider to be the most advanced global positioning and
communications application for the global oil and gas, transportation and logistics
industries. Asset Control Centre 3.5 is GEOTrac’s cornerstone web-based software
application providing customers with an easy-to-use but powerful tool to mange daily fleet
operations.

“GEOTrac has been working daily with our customers in the field to get our web-based
application to be the best in the market,” says Tim Hodge, CEO of GEOTrac International.
“We are confident that customers will recognize their input into this latest version of the
Asset Control Centre 3.5.”

GEOTrac’s ACC 3.5 is a prime example of domain knowledge at work. Daily feedback
from customers in oilfield services and transportation companies has been shaping the
features and functionality of this product for the past four years. Understanding
dispatches, rig moves, perforation and fracing is important. GEOTrac has just launched to
their customer base a menu of new customer-requested features and functions.

Mapping — Point2It 3.5

Satellite Imagery - GEOTrac now provides the latest in satellite imagery for oilfield
operations in Alberta, B.C. and NWT. Virtual flyovers of the terrain, provides dispatchers
with a bird’s eye view of the conditions on the ground as vehicles make their way through
some of the world’s most remote areas. Dense bush, waterways and steep inclines can
significantly impact what a company decides to take to a job site. Dispatchers can zoom
in and out of the map to provide various perspectives on the local area.

Hybrid Maps - GEOTrac has taken mapping to new levels. Now customers can overlay
their fleet traffic onto satellite imagery to get a real-time view of vehicles moving through
the terrain. This “hybrid” mapping solution has proven to be effective in cases of
recovering stolen property. In conjunction with the RCMP, GEOTrac has directed their
ground teams building by building, road by road to the site of several theft rings.
Numerous arrests have been made thanks to global positioning and GEOTrac’s Point2It
3.5 mapping solution.

Detailed Road Data - Additional road data has been added to GEOTrac’s latest release.
Off-the-shelf mapping solutions used by consumers are adequate for major urban centres
but GEOTrac needs to provide data on roads where cars would never go. Generic
mapping solutions are not an option for GEOTrac customers. Nowhere is this more
evident then in the middle of a work alone rescue. GEOTrac in conjunction with Safety On
Site Systems provides a reliable work alone solution to protect workers in remote areas.

Customers need to coordinate emergency services for helicopters to land near the best
routes for the EMT. Satellite imagery combined with road data is an important factor for
safety in remote areas.

Safety Cameras — GEOTrac has launched network of safety cameras located throughout
the province. See for yourself. Our weather changes so quickly in Alberta, dispatchers
can now update drivers enroute with a live camera feed right to the GEOTrac Point2It 3.5
map. Live cameras can also resolve any disputes between oilfield service companies and
producers when road conditions impact work schedules.

New Functionality

Messaging from the map - Customers always have great ideas based on how they do
business. GEOTrac has implemented several important functions and features in their
new Asset Control Centre 3.5. Directly from the mapping window, customers can easily
open a messaging window and send a text message to any vehicle on the map.
Dispatchers can guide drivers through a remote area by providing text messaging as they
approach terrain. It’s like having a live “OnStar” in your truck.

Searching for assets or other key points of interest on a map has never been easier. In
the oil and gas industry land administration is very important. LSDs are virtual pre-defined
areas that are allocated to various oil and gas producers. Each LSD is identified by
quarter, section, township, range and meridian. GEOTrac has provided customers with up
to four different ways to search for a particular LSD. Customers can enter in a known LSD
description, manually look up the description, drill down on the map to the LSD grid view
or search by key directional components.

Right Click — GEOTrac has now provided customers with shortcuts from the map to make
tasks even easier. By right clicking on an icon representing a vehicle or asset, customers
can identify the asset, pull info from the database on the details of the asset, review the
daily activity of the asset and change the map view to satellite imagery. Dispatchers can
also send a message to an individual vehicle directly from the map view. This new
functionality saves time for dispatchers and enables them to quickly make decisions
about how to streamline the operations of the fleet on any given day.

GEOFencing

GEOTrac has launched the latest in GEOFencing. Customers can now be alerted when
an asset enters or leaves a pre-specified area using latitude and longitude coordinates.
For example, as a customer enters a LSD (legal subdivision) in the oilfield services
industry, dispatchers can be notified when they arrive and leave. This has a huge impact
on “Location Based Billing”. Oil and gas producers pay service companies based on time
on lease and materials. Now companies can provide a written time sheet of work
performed based on location. Qilfield services are anxious to support their billing claims
with LBB. Qil and gas producers can now verify location based billing if their service
companies are using GEOFencing on their LSD. It is expected that oil and gas producers
will require their service companies to implement Location-based billing.
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GEOFencing can be used with custom markers placed on the map. Customers set the
radius of GEOFence from the marker. When a vehicle’s latitude or longitude matches
within the ranges for the lat long of the GEOFence, an alert is sent. Ideal for logistics
companies, GEOFencing a marker now provides freight forwarders with the latest
updates of any shipment. Even points of interest or cities can be GEOFenced alerting
dispatchers of arrivals and departure times. In the past, RFID tags and readers were used
to manage this function. RFID is not effective for non-specified routes considering RFID
readers can not be placed in advance. RFID tags and readers couldn’t survive some of
Canada’s harshest climates.

Unique to GEOTrac is their approach to managing GEOFences from the database.
Competing products use the map directly to place a GEOFence, this means the
customer’s software application needs to be running continuously and relies on the
customer’s computer to be on and connected to the Internet. With multiple GEOFences, it
becomes impossible for customer’s to manage every individual GEOFence on the map.
This approach also severely hampers the processing of the map making it run very
slowly.

With GEOTrac, GEOFencing is handled at our IBM Blade servers located at two secure
co-location server farms. GEOTrac processes the work and ensures easy management
of customer GEOFences. Customers do not need to keep their computers running or their
applications open.

Customer Service

GEOTrac will soon be announcing a new customer service program. The program will
provide every customer with both individual and class-room style training and customer
support. Customers will soom be able to view training videos or participate in a live
training session. GEOTrac as a first step to improving customer support, has launched a
Bulletin Window on the main page of the Asset Control Centre 3.5. This bulletin is
updated hourly and should be customer’s first stop for the latest information affecting
daily operations. Network status and technical service bulletins are provided to keep
customers up to date. New features and functionality are announced to customers first in
this bulletin window.

“We're responsive to the market,” says Hodge. “We have the best web-based software
application in the industry because we were willing to listen and learn. We go on rig
moves with the guys just so we can put it all together. How many software companies do
that?”
